  Board of Health-1 Vacancy  
Winchendon has a five-member Board of Health that works along with a Health Agent and Health                                                   Inspector. According to various statutes in the Massachusetts General Laws, the Board of Health is responsible      for inspecting, licensing, and enforcing regulations for recreational camps, food establishments, indoor ice rinks, public swimming pools, tanning facilities, body art establishments, and public lodging facilities. The    Board is also responsible for the enforcement of state regulations regarding housing, as well as the disposal of    solid waste and subsurface sanitary sewage disposal (Title V). . Communication Committee 1 Vacancy

The Board of Selectmen established a Communication Committee consisting of 7 appointed members. The charge of the committee is to assist in expanding local access programming and the communications with the residents of the community. Terms are staggered at three years each. Cultural Council 12 Vacancies 
The Winchendon Cultural Council is part of the Massachusetts Cultural Council. It is funded by appropriations from the state legislature and the National Endowment for the Arts. These funds 
are distributed to local cultural councils to distribute to individuals and organizations in their 
communities. These grants support thousands of community-based projects in the arts, 
humanities, and sciences annually. Yearly, the Winchendon Cultural Council meets in the fall to 
review and award grants to cultural programs town-wide. Meets 3rd Wednesday of each month 
at 5:00PM. If interested send letter of interest to ddennis@winchendon-ma.gov
            Fence Viewer/Field Driver – 1 Vacancy 
   There are two positions appointed by the Selectmen for a one-year term that either share the following                      duties or can be split to be the Fence Viewer and the second position the Field Driver.  
Field Driver – covered under the animal control bylaw 17.1.  Responds to and investigates complaints violating the following:  No person shall pasture any cattle, goat or other animal upon any street or public way in said town, either with or without a keeper, except within the limits of such way adjoining his own premises, and field drivers are instructed to enforce this bylaw.  


Fence Viewer – administers fence laws by inspecting new fence and settlement of disputes arising from trespass by livestock that have escaped enclosure.  Also views fences to see that they are in good repair and in case of disputes between neighbors, works to resolve their differences.  Problems such as size, condition, and distance from property lines are complaints that still arise between neighbors.  
            Historical District Commission-1 Alternate Vacancies
The Historical Commission is charged with the preservation, protection and development of the historical or archeological assets of the town.  The Commission is authorized to conduct searches and surveys and to make recommendations concerning establishment of archeological or historical landmarks.

The Commission may hold hearings, and may enter into contracts with individuals, organization and institutions for services furthering the objectives of the Commission’s programs.  The Commission may also acquire, in the name of the Town, by gift, purchase, grant, bequest, devise, lease or otherwise, the fee or lesser interest in real or personal property of significant historical value and may manage the same.

            Parks & Recreation Commission-1- Vacancy 
1. A). There shall be a Parks & Recreation Commission (the Commission) consisting of nine (9) members appointed by the Board of Selectmen. One (1) member shall be a Winchendon Middle School student in good standing, and one (1) member shall be a Winchendon High School student in good standing. 

B.) The terms shall be for three years and so arranged that the term of as nearly an equal number as possible shall expire each year

C.) Upon the completion of these original terms, each member shall serve for three years. 

D.) Student members shall be appointed annually. 

2. The Commission acts in an advisory capacity in matters pertaining to public recreation, makes annual budget recommendations, and assists in planning a recreation program to stimulate public interest. 
Winchendon Commission on Disabilities- 1 Member Vacancy:


Winchendon Commission on Disabilities consist of five members that are appointed by the Board of                                      
Selectmen. The Commission on Disabilities advises on the disability community's needs in the town. 
They inform the officials about accessibility concerns and best practices for inclusion of people with 
disabilities in municipal programs, services, and facilities.

Zoning Board of Appeals 1 Vacancy

The Zoning Board of Appeals hold public hearings on applications, in the form of an 
Administrative Appeal, from persons aggrieved because they were unable to obtain a building 
permit or an enforcement action from the Building Inspector related to interpretation(s) of the 
Winchendon Zoning Bylaws. Public hearings are also held on applications for Special Permits 
as provided for in the Zoning Bylaws as well as requests for Variances from certain, clearly 
specified, provisions of the Zoning Bylaws. . If interested send letter of interest to

          Planning Board 1 Vacancy

The Planning Board is responsible for land planning, and reviews and recommends changes          to the Zoning Bylaw and Zoning Map. It regulates land development according to the provisions of the Massachusetts General Laws, the Winchendon Zoning Bylaw, the Subdivision Rules and Regulations, and the Site Plan Rules and Regulations. The Board makes recommendations on accepting or discontinuing public ways, and grants special permits for certain land uses. 
            OTHER VACANCIES
Agricultural Commission 1 Member and 3 alternate vacancies

Audit Committee 1 Vacancy
There shall be a five-member Audit Committee in the Town of Winchendon comprised of one member of the Board of Selectmen (appointed by the Board of Selectmen), one member of the Finance Committee (appointed by the Finance Committee), one member of the School Committee (appointed by the School Committee) and two registered voters in the town who have finance experience, preferably municipal (appointed by a majority vote of the three Board and Committee member appointees.)

8.2 Administrative support staff to the Audit Committee shall be provided by the Town Manager, the Town Accountant, the Superintendent of Schools, and the School Business Manager.


38.3 The Audit Committee shall solicit, interview, and recommend to the Board of Selectmen the firm of independent auditors that is to audit and report on the financial statements issued by the Town. The Audit Committee shall review the audit plan with the independent auditors and upon completion of the audit, meet with the independent auditors to discuss the results of the audit and the annual financial reports.


38.4 The Audit Committee shall transmit a copy of the completed annual audited financials and management letter report to the Board of Selectmen, the Finance Committee, and the School Committee, and with assistance from the auditing firm, shall present the results of the annual  audited financials and management letter report to a jointly held public meeting of the Board of Selectmen, the School Committee and the Finance Committee
           audited financials and management letter report to a jointly held public meeting of the Board of Selectmen, the School Committee and the Finance Committee. .
